I have had a great
deal of success in my career as a civil
servant. Therefore, I've decided to
document some crucial missions and
achievements to guide young officers in
creating a blueprint for success in their
careers.

My beliefs guide my intentions, and I
work extremely hard to ensure the
prosperity of my people.

I worked in
Faisalabad from 2001 to 2006, initially
as an EDO (Rev.), then as the Director
of Anti-Corruption, and lastly as the
Director General of the FDA.

Although 46 kanal of land was &
designated for a Gymkhana, only a barren piece of land existed. W=
Consequently, we established a state-of-the-art Gymkhana in Sargodha
by fostering public-private partnerships.

The journey doesn't stop here. During my tenure as Commissioner in
the DG Khan Division (2021-2022), I faced similar challenges as faced
in Gujrat and Sargodha. Despite a century-old gymkhana allocation, the
area remained a jungle. Collaborating with the local community,
businesses, chambers of commerce, and government officials, we
developed a state-of-the-art club.

Consistency leads to great achievements, so in 2023, Rawalpindi a2 -
became my next destination. Following a highly instrumental and

successful approach to public-private partnership, Rawalpindi Gym kh a n a C| u b Sa I’g Od ha
Gymkhana has been built without any government investment. '

RGC is a second home to its members, as it adds to their social
development by providing a sense of community. It not only improves
their socialization, etiquettes, and mannerisms but also teaches them
dress code, dress discipline, and self-control. Hence, it brings a
stupendous change to their lifestyle. Besides this, RGC provides
recreational and entertainment facilities such as a 3D cinema, a
swimming pool, and tennis courts. This peaceful ambiance provides
improved mental and physical health and also helps in the overall |
grooming of a person’s personality.

The RGC public-private partnership model is being :
implemented throughout the province by the Punjab mmﬂa n
government, and gymkhanas are being established in -
districts such as Jhelum, Attock, Chakwal and Murree. Gymkhana Club, D.C. Khan
under my supervision and through dedicated efforts of
the deputy commissioners of the respective districts. The
luxurious amenities at the 15-kanal Murree Gymkhana
Club will be available soon for members.The process of
acquiring land of 142 Kanal at Taxila near MargallaHills is
currently in progress. Soon these efforts will definitely
become glorious additions to the history of RGC.

Redesigning RGC was a very important task that Liaqat Ali Chatha, a well-known civil
administration officer who is particularly known for his efforts in creating modern gymkhanas like
Gujrat, Sargodha, and DG Khan decided to take on when he assumed leadership as Commissioner
Rawalpindi Division/Chief Rawalpindi Gymkhana Club. In a matter of months, RGC has
undergone a complete transformation.

On its 18th birthday, Rawalpindi Gymkhana,
which has almost 800 members, is getting
a makeover, a new block, and a range of
facilities to keep the high society entertained.
The facelift has also caught the attention of
the affluent class which had been demanding
a ‘worthwhile’ centre for social activities.

During the colonial period, Rawalpindi
used to have a club called ‘Rawalpindi Club’
adjacent to General Headquarters (GHQ) on
The Mall and remained functional until the
‘90s.

The club which mostly caters to the elites
aims to foster interaction between people
from various backgrounds, but there have
been demands to make it more inclusive
by adding artist sand intellectuals as its
members.

The building located in Civil Lines (Rashid
Minhas Road) was the old Commissioner’s
House constructed in the last decade of the
19th century to house divisional heads of the
administration. It became functional in Aug
2005.

Right next to the palatial compound are
the Punjab Governor Annexe, Punjab

House, and official residences of district
administration and local police high-ups.
The building was spread over 96 kanal but
after the construction of residences for state
officials and other development works, it was
reduced to 56 kanal.

The idea to breathe a new life into Gymkhana
is the brainchild of Commissioner Liaquat
Chatha, who decided to introduce new
facilities and make the club fully functional.
Mr Chatha has a knack for Gymkhanas -in
Gujrat, Sargodha, and Dera Ghazi Khan,
he developed three clubs; in Faisalabad, he
expanded Chenab Club and introduced new
facilities.

After years of neglect by the administration,
the club had been reduced to a meeting
spot for traders and some government
officials. After he took over as Rawalpindi’s
administrator, Mr Chatha decided to make
it popular among people. In June this
year, Caretaker Chief Minister Mohsin
Nagqvi inaugurated the work and asked the
administration to complete the work within
three months.

The commissioner told Dawn that gymkhana
clubs had been formed in Punjab under
a “self-help model, which is successful”



Speaking about the construction of a new block
at the club, he said that the Potohar enclosure
would be completed in a “record short period”
He said that under the project, “38 rooms for
guests are being constructed with the support
of the citizens and business community of
Rawalpindi at a total cost of Rs.550 million™
He said the new enclosure includes a library,
dining halls, a coffee shop, a grand cinema, a
sports lounge, a snooker room, and a fun zone
for children.

Mr Chatha said it was impossible to establish
such an institution without government
patronage as it requires “large investment in
land and finance”

“If we look at Lahore, the present premises of
Gymbkhana Club were provided free of cost by
the government on alonglease,” he said, adding
that it was the duty of the administration to
provide an enabling environment for social
and cultural activities.
